(if time- Basics of IDVD)

SENDING VIDEO FOR REVIEW WITH CLIP NOTES

1. Creating video review with clip notes: put your video within 

Adobe Reader PDF to exchange precise notes with client or coworker

A. Select movie in lower left ‘Compostion’ panel

B. Go to pull-down menu up top, select ‘Composition’ window

C. Select ‘Export’, then ‘Adobe Clip Notes’, follow settings, click ‘OK’

D. Video then opens in ‘Render Queue’

2. In ‘Render Queue’ 

A. Go to ‘Output Module’, got to hot text, ‘Based on Lossless’

1) A separate ‘Output Module’ settings window will open up

2) Click on ‘Format Options’ bar

3) Opens up ANOTHER window, with ‘Clip Notes’ tab (Video, Audio, Others), and ‘PDF Settings’ submenu window- THIS IS WHAT WE’RE LOOKING FOR!!!

a) Make sure (top half of window) has the bar option, ‘Format’ and ‘Clip Notes Quicktime’ on- as more control than other video formats for review

b) Go back down to ‘PDF Settings’ tab (in bottom half of window) choose either ‘Embed Video’ or ‘Stream Video’

i. Embed video= bigger file, but safer to send

ii. Stream video= smaller file, but can have problems downloading

c) Can add ‘Password’ protection, so only users can access and change

d) Add individual ‘Instructions’ (to window below ‘Password’) such as PLEASE READ THIS or leave as is

e) Add email in “Return Comments To” (window below ‘Instructions’) so Reviewer may answer you from PDF automatically

f) Can also adjust ‘Video, Audio, and Other/FTP’ tab window’s settings, if needed

g) Click ‘Okay’ to close sub-window here

h) Click ‘Okay’ to close main window

3. Back to ‘Render Queue’ main window 

A. Click on hot text ‘not yet specified’ next to ‘Output to”

1) Naming file and telling AE, where to save file, ‘Save As:” menu appears

a. Type in name of PDF file

b. Where you want to save PDF file

2) Click on ‘Render’ in upper right ‘Render Queue’ window

4. Go to PDF where you saved in folder and open it up

A. Pop up white window, asks “Manage Trust for Multimedia Content,”

Answer ‘Play’

B. “Warning: JavaScript Window – Instructions:” appears with how to use for client, hit ‘Ok’ button

C. ‘Adobe Clip Notes’ window appears with your movie embedded in it

a) ‘Reviewer Name’ add your name

b) Play, pause, add comments then will automatically document all 

c) Can ‘scrub’ through movie with Quicktime movie (NOT with Windows Player)

d) Can add, save, or delete comments. Also use ‘arrows (l/r) to navigate through your comments 

e) BEST PART OF ‘ADOBE CLIP NOTES’ can save as ‘data’ or Acrobat xfdx file, then EXPORT to AE and use (in ‘Other Assets’ folder in AE Demo)

A. Go to top pull-down menu ‘File’

B. Go to ‘Import’

C. “Adobe Clip Notes Comments’ 

D. Go to where saved (Other Assets) and click on file, Duck Walk_data. xfdx file and opens

E. Go back to lower left ‘Composition Panel’ window 

1) See movie in your ‘Timeline Panel’ window (lower left) to see ‘Acrobat xfdx’ notes

*RENDERING HIGH QUALITY VIDEO (high quality video)

1. Get wide shot of Las Vegas clip

A. Select movie and go to top pull down menu, get ‘Composition’, select ‘Add to Render Queue” (type tildy ~ key to enlarge area)

B. How to output video in format we’d like and which ones- takes a LONG time

C. 3 options (defaults) and self-explanatory

1) Output to: .mov

a) Simpliest- Where to save and Name movie

2) ‘Render Settings: Best Settings’

a) ‘Time Span’ MOST IMPORTANT!!! Here

i. Choices= ‘Length of Composition’ or ‘Work Area Only’

b) ‘Quality’ and ‘Resolution’ settings (at top of ‘Render Settings’ window)

i. ‘Quality’ = Best, Draft, Wireframe

ii. ‘Resolution’ = number of pixels: full, half, third, quarter, custom size of frame of video

3) Output Module: Lossless

a) MOST IMPORTANT ASPECT!!! These settings determine the outcome of your FINAL video

i. Output to DVD, audio only, or web (FLV, F4V H.264)

ii. Sequences= great way to output high quality video

iii. H.264=new darling of podcast and blu-ray’ great video at small file sizes

b) FORMAT COMPRESSION IS MOST CRITICAL HERE!!!

I. Choose ‘Format Compression’ optionmakes BIGGEST different in size and quality in outcome of your video

II. ‘Codecs’ (compressor and decompressor) = compressed when saved, decompressed when played back or opened up

III. Dependent on what kind of machine audience/viewer going to play back on

a. ‘NONE’ = no compression, highest, but HUGE files

b. H.264 best for web, or MPEG-4

c. Animation good for .mov files

d. GO BACK TO ‘MAIN  OPTIONS’ menu, then pick instead of Quicktime Movie= TIFF and TARGA sequences best for ‘professional uses’ i.e. for Broadcast or DVD

RENDERING COMPRESSED VIDEO (where size is a factor- Compressed video)

1. Go to pull-down menu, open up “Composition”, click on ‘Add to Render Queue” (Shortcut= Cmd+Shift+?/) 

2.  Open up ‘Render’ panel (~) to make video for the Web 

A. Open up ‘Render Settings’, click on ‘hot type’ to its right

B. Leave ‘Quality’ at ‘Best’

C. Choose ‘Resolution’, ‘Half’

D. Click on ‘Ok’

3. Open up ‘Output Module’, click on ‘lossless’

A. Open up ‘Format’ bar


1) FLV= YouTube video conversion, most popular


2) F4V (h.264)= newest version of FLV, but not as compatible as FLV on different players; but compresses more and higher quality

3) Click on ‘Quicktime Movie’ as final option

B. Click on ‘Format Options’ (in same open window) on bar


1) Under ‘Compression type’ open window

a) Click on MPEG-4 Video= great compression; foundation for H.264 (format and compression type) or Sorenson 3

b) For ‘Windows’ users, go to DIVX on the web and use compression there, becoming very popular- high quality, small files= instead of one or two hours per DVD, can fit 8 hours (automatically download into AE, but have to ‘restart’ to use)

*OUTPUTTING TO DVD AND OTHER MEDIA (DVD Output video)

1.Select ‘Composition’ in top pull down menu, hit “Add to render queue”

2. Enlarge ‘Render Window’, hit tildy key

3. Just focus on ‘Output Module’ for DVD

    A. Select MPEG- 2

    B. Blu-Ray DVD= H.264 for highest quality & most storage= most recent players

    C. MPEG-2 Blu-Ray for older players

4. Once make ‘Output’ selection, another window for DVDs will open up

    A. Select ‘NTSC Medium Quality’

 5. Go to bottom tabs of window

    A. ‘Multiplexer’, when ‘Audio’ and ‘Video’ are set in opposite streams

    B. Video

         1) Change up options: Quality, TV Standard, Pixel Aspect Ration: Standard/Wide, 

         2) Most important- BIT RATE ENCODING


a)  CBR= Constant Bit Rate; play back at constant rate

b) VBR, 1 pass= Variable Bit Rate; adapt to different rates-

compress and not others= BETTER CHOICe



i.more still video compress more


ii. more action, less compression

CREATING VIDEOS FOR MOBILE PHONE AND OTHER DEVICES 

(mobile devices video)

1.Select ‘Composition’ in top pull down menu, hit “Add to render queue”

2. Enlarge ‘Render Window’, hit tildy key

3. Open ‘Output Module’, click on ‘Lossless’ bar

4. Open ‘Format’, click on bar to right, scroll down to H.264 (default for all devices)

    A. Dialog box will pop up 


1) GPP for mobile


2) Ipod


3) Sony

    B. Before export, launch ‘Adobe Device Central’

 
1)  Dialog box open up – choose AE file 

 
2)  Lower left ‘Online Library’ contains profile for device you want to use, 

     
3) Double click on one, automatically opens ‘Local Library’



i. Click on device



ii. Perimeters show up, not have to write down or remember



iii. Click on ‘Create’ button in lower right

iv. Go back to Main AE Panels (where compose everything)

v. Automatically shows up in ‘Composition’ Panel where you can see video created or make another one

D. To test on Mobile Device

1) Go back to ‘Adobe Device Central’, go to ‘File’ menu, and select ‘Open’, see in ‘simulated device’s window’

2) OR go back to AE, Add to ‘Render Queue’ , Output to: Name of mobile device, Palm Treo eg, see it on actual device

??? RENDERING MULTIPLE VIDEOS AT ONCE (martian video)

1. Go to pull-down menu, open up “Composition”, click on ‘Add to Render Queue” (Shortcut= Cmd+Shift+?/) 

2.  Open up ‘Render’ panel (~) to make video for the Web 

A. Open up ‘Output to, click on + icon on left

i. To keep adding videos

B. Opens up another ‘Output Module’

i. Can individually change these ‘Lossless’ hot text menus to settings I prefer in ‘Main Options’ pop up window- FLV for UTube, Gif for Web, etc.

3. Render one full size and one at half size? 

A. Duplicate ‘Movie’ by ‘Ctl’ + ‘D’

B. Can change ‘Render Settings’ here 

C. NOT EFFECT different movie formats above

4. Since rendering takes such a LONG time, can hit ‘Render’ bar button, will render ALL the movies – in order, at different formats

*RENDERING WITH ADOBE MEDIA ENCODER

1.Comes bundled with AE, like Bridge, stand-alone application

2. Convert video into another video format, WHILE NOT HAVING TO USE OR OPEN AE, can be rendering different videos while working on AE, and not tie up AE to do specialized work. Can render smaller bits, while working on others, especially when working on deadline.

3. Can use top pull down menu, ‘File’, ‘Import’ OR use ‘Add’ button bar

4. Now can select perimeters for movie format


A. 1st pulldown hot text, ‘Format’ change



1) Not that many choices


B. 2nd pull down hot text, ‘Presets’ change


 
1) Can use NTSC-DVD, etc. choose 

2) OR ‘Edit Export Settings’, more refined choices on audio and video


3rd pull down hot text, “Output File’

1) Choose name

2) Choose where to save file

5. Click ‘Start Queue’ in lower left, button bar to render
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
